After prolonged litigation and finally in pursuance to the orders of Hon’ble Andhra Pradesh Administrative Tribunal, Hyderabad in the reference 1st cited, as given below:

“Having regard to the facts and circumstances obtaining in these cases, the impugned Memo. No.16355/CT.I/(1)/05 dt. 5.7.2008 is hereby set aside as it is against the settled principle of law laid down in number of decisions regarding quota rota rule by the Hon’ble Supreme Court.  Further there shall be a direction to the 1st respondent to approve the revised seniority list submitted by the 2nd respondent in CCT’s reference No.D2/781/05 dated: 2.4.2007 and consequently review all the promotions in the light of the  revised seniority list dt. 2.4.2007”.

Accordingly, the seniority list in the cadre of Commercial Tax Officer was prepared and finalized for the period from 1975-76 to 1998-99 in the reference 2nd cited. The seniority list of CTOs from 1999-2000 to 2008-2009 was prepared and finalized by Commissioner of Commercial Taxes, A.P., Hyderabad in the ref. 3rd cited. 

In the reference 5th cited, draft revised panels of Assistant Commissioner (CT) from the panel year 1983-84 to 2011-12 have submitted to the Government for consideration.

In the reference 6th cited Government after careful examination, a revised panels of Assistant Commissioners (CT) from the panel year 1983-84 to 2011-12 has been communicated and request to follow the due procedure laid down in rule 24 of APS & SS Rules, 1996 and issue Show Cause Notices to the all the persons likely to be affected by calling for objections, if any from them. And if any objections is received examine the same and send his report along with the remarks to the Government to finalize the seniority list.    
       In view of the instructions issued by the Government, it is proposed to call for the objections of the affected persons on the proposed revision of seniority list finalized in the reference 7th cited. 
The proposed revised seniority list is enclosed as Annexure-II. The list will be finalized subject to outcome of S.L.Ps. / W.P.,/ O.As., pending if any before the Supreme Court / High Court / A.P.A.T.
